Amaze your friends with this fun and easy math trick!   Parents, you may want to leave this one alone if you do not want anyone to know your age! 

· Pick the number of days per week you would like to go out. 

· Multiply this number by 2. 

· Add 5.  

· Multiply the new number by 50

· If you have already had your birthday this year, add 1758.  If not, add 1757. 

· Subtract the four-digit year that you were born (19XX). 

· Results: You should have a three-digit number.

· The first digit of this number was the number of days you want to go out each week (1 – 7).

· The last two digits are your age (as if you want to be reminded!).
