Tone of Voice
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In the past, we have focused on the skill of using “Kind Words” to speak to our friends, family, and teachers.  Our students also need to be aware that sometimes we can be saying kind words, but saying them with a mean tone of voice.  We focused recently on using a kind tone of voice when we speak.  At school we role-played different situations and used different tones of voice to show the children what meaning each tone of voice adds to the situation.  

You can practice this at home too.  You can play a game in which you say the same words (something simple like “Please stop doing that.” or “I don’t want to play right now.”)  Say the same words each time, but change your tone of voice.  Talk to your child about the different meanings that arise from each change in your tone of voice.  Then switch roles and have your child practice saying the same words while changing his/her tone of voice.
